Project Description 

PD-30 Future Transmission System Expansion.  In order for us to adequately evaluate the 
potential expansion of existing 69 kV corridors for potential 230 and 500 kV lines, we 
need the following information. 

a.  Please provide descriptions of the terms of easements for existing transmission lines 
through the La Jolla and Rincon tribal lands.  If possible, provide copies of the 
easement agreements themselves. 

b. Please provide updated versions of PEA Figure 2.2-3A (Preliminary One Line 
Diagram for Central East Substation) and Figure 2.2-3B (Preliminary Switchyard 
General Arrangement) that show the approximate locations and arrangement for the 
possible future 230 and 500 kV circuits that could be located within this substation. 
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
