We oppose the selection of Alternate Route 5 because it does not make sense for the following reasons:

It’s longer than any of the other routes resulting in more expense to SCE and ultimately the consumer.

It will introduce new transmissions lines where none have previously existed and it will be visible to a greater number of

residences than the other routes.

It traverses more private parcels than any of the other routes.

It permanently condemns one or more homes while the other routes do not condemn any.

It will cause radio and television interference in more residential communities than the other routes.

It will cause noise disturbances to more residents, not only during construction, but also during maintenance and normal

operation than any of the other routes.

7. It would substantially degrade the visunal quality as seen from all roads within Leona Valley. There is not a single resident
who would not be affected by the installation of transmission lines using this route.
