Please see General Response GR-3 regarding potential health hazards associated with EMF
exposure.

The supply and quality of water resources, including in the Leona Valley, would not be significantly
affected by the proposed Project or an alternative. As discussed in Section C.8 (Hydrology and
Water Quality) of the Draft EIR/EIS, implementation of the proposed Project or an alternative is not
expected to significantly interfere with groundwater supply and recharge (Criterion HYD?2), or with
existing surface water drainage patterns (Criterion HYD?3). If the proposed Project or an alternative
is approved, the required implementation of mitigation measures during construction and operation
would ensure protection of water resources.

As discussed in Section C.10 (Noise), implementation of the proposed Project would result in a
significant noise impact during construction of the Project, however, once constructed, significant
noise impacts are not expected to occur. Section C.15 (Visual Resources) of the Draft EIR/EIS
acknowledges that significant and unavoidable visual impacts would occur as a result of the
proposed Project and alternatives.
