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Response to Comment Set D.54:  Laura Wright 

D.54-1 Please see General Response GR-1 regarding potential effects on property values. For a discussion 
of the visual impacts associated with Alternative 5, please see the Draft EIR/EIS Section C.15.10. 

D.54-2 Corona noise, which sounds similar to a humming noise, is discussed in the Draft EIR/EIS under 
Impact N-3 (page C.10-17). As noted in Section C.10.10.2, “Alternative 5 would have the potential 
to affect a greater number of residences along the ROW compared to the proposed Project or other 
alternatives due to the fact that Alternative 5 would not traverse the ANF [Angeles National Forest], 
except for a 0.5-mile segment, where there are few residences, and would instead cross through 
rural development in both Leona Valley and Agua Dulce, as well as urban development in Santa 
Clarita (common to the proposed Project and other alternatives”. As such, it has been acknowledged 
that Alternative 5, and the corona noise levels produced by a new transmission line, would affect a 
greater number of residences. This information will be provided to the decision-makers to help them 
make an informed decision with respect to the proposed Project and all the alternatives.
