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Response to Comment Set E.17:  Applicant – Utilities and Service Systems 

E.17-1 Water use assumptions are proved in Draft EIR/EIS Section C.14.5 (Impact U-1). As discussed in 
this analysis, water demand for construction of the proposed Project was found to be less than 
significant.  

E.17-2 As discussed in Draft EIR/EIS Section C.14.2.2, “To assist local jurisdiction in achieving these 
targets (i.e., Integrated Waste Management Act of 1989), the California Solid Waste Reuse and 
Recycling Access Act of 1991 requires all new developments to include adequate, accessible, and 
convenient areas for collecting and loading recycle-able and green waste materials.” Mitigation 
Measure U-2 is intended to ensure California Solid Waste Reuse and Recycling Access Act of 1991 
requirements and to require recycling to the greatest extent feasible, in the spirit of CEQA.   

E.17-3 Due to topography and surface conditions, Alternative 2 was assumed to require less water for 
Fugitive Dust Control measures as compared to the proposed Project.  In addition, due to 
topography and surface conditions, Alternative 2 was assumed to require an increase in soil spoils as 
compared to the proposed Project.
